How TODAY Works
The Tabs (top left toolbar)
1. Sign Up
Create your profile so you can join and participate in groups.
2. Groups
· Browse the available groups to find one that suits your schedule.
· If you find a group that works for you, click Join to confirm your attendance.
· If you don’t find a group that fits, check back again later or request a new one through “Talk to us.”
· Groups meet at their scheduled times unless otherwise specified.
3. Talk to Us
· Use this if you’d like to initiate a new group (e.g., women-only, a group in another language, a cause-focused group, or one that meets on a particular day).
· You can also use this tab if you have a question of any kind.

Engaging with Your Group
How to participate in your scheduled meeting
· Go to the Groups tab.
· Scroll to your group’s panel and RSVP to confirm attendance (this lets the host know you’re coming).
· Join the call at the scheduled time and stay for as long as your group wishes.
· Come back tomorrow and do it again!
Ongoing fellowship
· Share your faith experiences, testimonies, and encouragement.
· Open God’s Word together and pray.
· Continue as long as the group desires.
When your group is established
· Once your group has reached your desired size, contact us via the Talk to Us tab.
· We’ll make your group “invisible” to newcomers so it remains private.

Safety & Privacy
· Only designated group members can join a call.
· Each group decides whether or not to admit new members.
· This ensures safety, privacy, and freedom for genuine fellowship.

Your questions answered…
1. What are TODAY Fellowship Groups?
Online gatherings of 2 or more Christian believers, promoting a deeper relationship with God through lively discussions, prayer, testimonies, readings, among others.
2. How do I join a group?
To join a group, go to the “Groups’’ section at the top of the page. Here you’ll see all the currently available and upcoming groups, listed with their dates and times.
Before you can join, you’ll need to have a profile set up
3.  Why create a profile?
Your profile is important because it allows you to:
· Introduce yourself – share your name (first name is fine), your location/time zone, and a little about yourself.
· Help groups run smoothly – hosts can see who is planning to attend, making it easier to welcome you and keep fellowship organised.
· Ensure safety and privacy – profiles give accountability and protect groups from anonymous drop-ins.
· Tailor your experience – with a profile, you can find groups that fit your time zone, language, or specific fellowship needs.
       Once your profile is created, you can join and participate in groups freely.
4. How do I create a group?
At the moment, groups are created by our team, based on the requests sent to us through the “Talk To Us” section, at the top of the page. If you would like to create a group, please fill in the form within the referred section with all the required details.

5. What do I do if none of the groups fits my time zones?
If there are currently no groups suitable for you, please request one through the ‘’Talk To Us’’ section, at the top of the page. Our team will review your request and match it with others with a matching time zone.


6. Can I be in more than one Group?
Of course! Any commitment is only set between you and your group. You are not restricted to one group only.
7. Can I switch groups if my schedule changes?
Absolutely! You are free to attend any number of groups per day, at any time that best suits you.
8. What if the meeting ends and I want to continue?
If the group wishes to continue beyond the time limit, we recommend that a new meeting is created beforehand by any of the participants on an alternative platform – Zoom, Google Meets, among others.
9. What if my group isn’t very active?
Feel free to reach out to us through the ‘’Talk to Us’’ section, at the top of the page, for tips on re-engaging members or consider join another group.
10. What if I miss a group meeting?
No worries! Any commitment is set only between you and your group. Feel free to inform them if you wish. You can always catch up through your group’s comment section and join in the next meeting if you are available.
11. My group has reached the desired number of members. How can we migrate from the fellowship room so that new members understand that our group is full?
Please reach out to us through the "Talk to Us" section, at the top of the page, to let our team know that you’d like your group's meetings to be hidden from new members. If you feel comfortable, we also recommend setting up a WhatsApp group or organizing your own Google Meet sessions once your group is well-established, but let us know please.
12. If I have any other question who can I reach out to?
To reach out to our team, please send us a report through the ‘’Talk to Us’’ section at the top of the page.
